SUBJECT HOMEWORK

ENGLISH
KS3 homework: standard format for Year 8 to include: half-termly projects, linked to unit of work being studied; 1 spelling /
grammar homework per week; 1 private reading homework per week.

MATHS

Mathematics homework is set weekly on the website ‘www.mymaths.co.uk’ to support the work covered in

lessons. All pupils use a school login along with their own personal login details to access the tasks set by their mathematics
teacher. On completion of the task, the pupil’s answers are sent back to their teacher through this website. Help and support
is linked to the homework tasks so that pupils can review the topic being covered, to help them complete their homework or to
recap the work from the lesson. In addition to this there will be a termly extended project set, focussing on the functional ele-
ments of real life mathematics for pupils to complete and hand into their maths teacher. Details of the project can be found on
the ‘mymaths’ website, the school VLS and our departmental website www.mhsmaths.co.uk

SCIENCE
The Science department sets an average of two homeworks per fortnight — each teacher setting one piece each. Homework
tasks typically include specific tasks such as questions set, research, project work, revision and experiment write-ups.

ICT
Homework in year 9 is very important and is set at the beginning of term; pupils are expected to work on their project approxi-
mately 45 minutes each week. The project is part of their OCR National programme and constitutes part of their overall mark.

D&T
An average of one homework per fortnight will be set. Homework will include knowledge base development, research tasks,
developing ideas and evaluation exercises.

MUSIC

Homework in Music in KS3 is set by teachers when required to consolidate learning from a lesson and to prepare for up-
coming lessons. The project set in Year 8 is Musical Theatre. This project covers a 6-7 week period and pupils should spend
Y2 an hour each week to complete their project. Other homework when set should take 20-30 minutes to complete. When
specific homework is not set then we encourage pupils to complete music theory work, practicing keyboard/ instrumental/
singing as a way of developing pupils’ general music ability. This work can be accessed using the VLE or pupils can speak to
their teacher to obtain materials.

DRAMA

Pupils are encouraged to watch drama in all forms. This leads to discussions within lessons and covers all manner of topics
including performance skills, use of music and the structure of a piece of drama. Pupils are asked to become objective specta-
tors, learning from others rather than just observing. Pupils also have many opportunities to push their learning further through
the school’s very own theatre company ‘Raw Edge’. This requires pupils to work with Sixth Form pupils and work towards a
performance, which is presented to a live audience. Pupils must use their own time to learn lines and rehearse with their direc-
tor. We also offer pupils the opportunity to audition for the Key Stage 3 production. If successful, they must work with a large
team to create a performance that is presented to a live audience

DANCE
Dance is taught in Year 8 and due to its very practical nature no written homework is set. We do, however, encourage and
welcome all pupils to our after school dance clubs and to audition for the school’s annual dance show.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

PE is a practical subject and homework is largely in the form of encouraging pupils to adopt a healthy active lifestyle through
extra-curricular involvement. There are many lunch time and after school clubs and teams which are updated each half term.
At times pupils may be required to research an activity or watch a performance as a homework task.

MFL

Pupils will receive homework on a fortnightly basis. This will usually be either written in nature or learning/revision. Written
homework will reinforce the learning from the lesson and/or seek to develop/enhance it. From next academic year we aim to
post longer term (e.g. half termly) tasks on the VLE to encourage independent study.

HISTORY
Pupils receive one piece of homework per fortnight. Each task is designed to ensure that pupils spend at least 30 minutes
completing their homework. Homework is either a research task, written work, presentation or project based.
